application form. 

・ If contestants play more than one piece/movement, pieces/movements must be played in order written on the application 

form. 

・ In principle, no repeats are allowed.  

・ Arranged or shortened pieces are not accepted. (Accompaniment may be omitted.) 

・ Improvisation, prepared piano, etc. are not permissible. 

・ Except for unaccompanied pieces, contestants should play with a piano accompanist. 

・ The piece must be performed without music, except for the following categories.

・ If judging has to be cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances such as weather conditions or natural disaster, judging 

shall be postponed. If contestants are impossible to attend rescheduled date, their final round participation will carry 

over to next competition. Organiser shall not be liable to refund of fees. 

・ The contestants must obtain the necessary visas to visit Japan. 

If an invitation letter or any documents are required for the visa application, the applicant must request them from the 

secretariat. ¥10,000- will be charged for the visa documents. 

・ No enquiries about the judging procedures are permitted. 

・ Section III Best Amateur Award and Best Youth Award winners are required to attend the Grand Final=Gala Concert. 

・ Grand Final=Gala Concert performers must attend the awards ceremony.  

・ Certificates and medals can be sent to those who fail to attend the awards ceremony. (Shipping fee will be charged) 

・ The names and school affiliations of participants will be published in the final round program booklet and on the 

competition’s official website for the purpose of announcing results. Submission of the application will be regarded as 

consent to the publication of this information. For participants who are minors, applications must be submitted with 

the consent of a parent or guardian. 

・ All the performances, broadcasting rights, recording, filming and photography in the competition and concert which are 

related to the competition belong to the OSAKA International Music Promotion Society. The contestant can’t claim the 

rights to them.

2. Upload the video to the participant’s or guardian’s YouTube account with the privacy setting set to “Unlisted.”

※Shorts videos are not accepted. 

※Participants must enter the video URL in the designated field under “Semi- final/regional round repertoire” on the online  

  application form. 

＜Video Recording Requirements＞ 

・ The performance video must be recorded specifically for the 27th OSAKA International Music Competition Semi-

final/Regional Round Video Audition. 

・ At the beginning of the recording, the performer must clearly state:“The 27th OSAKA International Music 

Competition Video Audition.”  

The performer must pronounce the competition name correctly, and the spoken statement must be visible on camera. 

・ The performer must be recorded clearly, including the face and hands, so that the performance can be properly 

evaluated. 

・ The video must be unedited. Recording quality and location will not affect the evaluation. 

・ If performing multiple pieces, the performance must be recorded in one continuous take. Submission of multiple video 

files is not permitted. 

・ The performance must end within the time limit specified in the Competition Guidelines. A stopwatch or alarm may 

be used. 

For Section I – Piano, if the first piece exceeds the following time limits, the performer must stop at the indicated time 

and proceed to the second piece: 

Age E / J: 2 min 30 sec 

Age H: 3 min 

Age U / G: 3 min 30 sec
